One lapel and/or one handheld microphone can be used simultaneously for
speech reinforcement and/or LightWeight Lecture Capture.

* Lapel mic users: Clip the microphone element to your shirt about three inches below the chin.
* Microphone is ON when the switch is setto “ = ” and you see a green light.

* When class has ended, turn the microphone OFF set the switch to “ 0 .
The green light will turn off. Return the microphone(s) to the charger.

* Set volume of each microphone using the AV Touchpanel located in the classroom.
Microphones are labeled with corresponding channel. For example “Wireless CH1”.

1. Tap “Microphones” on the left side of the home screen

2. Adjust volume using using ”Volume Up” or “Volume Down”
